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ABSTRAK 

 

Tesis ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis kapasitas leksikon mental subjek laki-laki dan 

subjek perempuan melalui alat uji asosiasi kata. Metode padan dan agih digunakan untuk 

menganalisis data. Untuk meneliti kapasitas leksikon mental digunakan alat uji asosiasi kata 

Kent-Rosanoff dengan mengeksplorasi kelas kata dan area konseptual. Hasil penelitian ini 

menyatakan bahwa rata-rata kapasitas leksikon mental subjek laki-laki dan perempuan berbeda 

secara cukup signifikan, yaitu laki-laki 11,26 dan perempuan 13,39. Subjek perempuan 

menyebutkan 213 kata lebih banyak dibanding laki-laki. Pola asosiasi kelas kata yang 

ditemukan dalam penelitian ini mengungkapkan kemiripan yang cukup mencolok terkait 

hierarki persentase respons per pola kelas kata, yaitu N-N ± 40%, A-N ± 20%, N-A ± 15%, N-

V ± 8%, A-N ± 4%, V-N ± 3%, dan A-V ± 2%. Perbedaan subjek laki-laki perempuan dalam 

area konseptual ditemukan pada agama, adjektiva umum, aktivitas, alam, alat, anggota tubuh, 

emosi, makanan dan minuman, serta orang. Penelitian ini menemukan bahwa perbedaan 

leksikon mental subjek laki-laki dan perempuan dipengaruhi oleh faktor psikologis dan sosial.

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ABSTRACT 

 

This research aims to analyze the mental lexicon capacity of a male and a female subjects 

using word association test. Distributional and identity methods were used in analyzing the 

data. This research employed Kent-Rosanoff word association test to measure and analyze the 

mental lexicon capacity and investigate the word class and conceptual areas. The findings of 

this research show that the mean of male and female mental lexicon capacity are significantly 

different, with male producing 11.26 words and female 13.39 words per stimulus. The female 

subject gave 213 more responses than the male subject. In this research, word class association 

forms uncovered striking similarities between the two sexes based on the response percentage 

hierarchy. The order from the highest number of word class association form to the lowest one 

is fairly the same: N-N ± 40%, A-N ± 20%, N-A ± 15%, N-V ± 8%, A-N ± 4%, V-N ± 3%, 

and A-V ± 2%. In conceptual areas, both sexes demonstrated various differences, specifically 

in conceptual areas of religion, common adjective, activity, nature, tool, body part, emotion, 

food and drink, and people. This research found that the male and female subjects' differences 

in mental lexicon capacity were due to psychological and social factors. 
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
