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ABSTRAK

Penelitian ini membahas mengenai pekerja anak di Kamboja.
Keterbatasan Kamboja mengatasi masalah pekerja anak, memutuskan Kamboja
bekerja sama dengan International Labour Organization (ILO) melalui program
International Program on the Elimination of Child Labor (IPEC) dalam upaya
mengatasi pekerja anak di Kamboja. Kerja sama ini diperkuat dalam komitmen
kebijakan nasional, yakni pada National Plans of Action on Combating the Worst
Forms of Child Labor (NPA-WFCL) 2016-2025. Hambatan dalam peningkatan
pendidikan dan pengawasan yang dilakukan ILO tidak menyurutkan upaya ILO-
IPEC dalam mencapai tujuannya, hal ini dibuktikan dengan adanya penurunan
jumlah pekerja anak di Kamboja. Berdasarkan masalah tersebut, penelitian ini
bertujuan untuk melihat efektivitas organisasi internasional ILO dalam mengatasi
pekerja anak di Kamboja. Dalam analisis ini penulis menggunakan teori
efektivitas organisasi internasional. dari .Frank  Biermann-Steffen Bauer yang
secara sistematis menggunakan “analisis dari output; outcome, dan impact dari
ILO-IPEC dalam menjawab masalah yang diteliti. Metode penelitian yang
digunakan adalah kualitatif dengan jenis penelitian deskriptif analitis yang
memanfaatkan data sekunder. Berdasarkan analisis yang sudah dilakukan, peneliti
menemukan hasil bahwa efektivitas ILO-IPEC dalam mengatasi pekerja anak di
Kamboja sudah efektif untuk saat ini. Hal ini dibuktikan melalui tiga dimensi
organisasi internasional, yaitu output, outcome dan impact melalui realisasi
berbagai program kerja. ILO sebagai organisasi internasional telah mampu
memenuhi dimensi output, outcome, dan impact. Keterlibatan ILO dalam
membantu Kamboja mengatasi’ pekerja anak telah memberikan dampak besar
dalam penurunan angka permasalah pekerja anak di Kamboja.
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ABSTRACT

This study discusses child labor in Cambodia. Cambodia's limitations in
overcoming the problem of child labor, Cambodia decided to cooperate with the
International Labor Organization (ILO) through the International Program on
the Elimination of Child Labor (IPEC) to overcome child labor in Cambodia. This
cooperation is strengthened by national policy commitments, namely the National
Plans of Action on Combating the Worst Forms of Child Labor (NPA-WFCL)
2016-2025. Obstacles in improving education and supervision by the ILO have
not stopped ILO-IPEC's efforts in achieving its goals, this is evidenced by the
decline in cases of child labor in Cambodia. Based on these problems, this study
aims to examine the effectiveness of the international organization ILO in dealing
with child labor in Cambodia. In this analysis, the author uses the theory of
international organization effectiveness from Frank Biermann-Steffen Bauer
which systematically uses the analysis of the output, outcome, and impact of the
ILO-IPEC in answering the" problems studied. The iresearch method used is
qualitative with descriptive-analytical research that utilizes secondary data.
Based on the analysis that has been done, the researchers found that the
effectiveness of ILO-IPEC in dealing with child labor in Cambodia has been
effective for now. This is evidenced through the three dimensions of international
organizations, namely output, outcome, and impact through the realization of
various work programs. The ILO as an international organization has been able
to fulfill the dimensions of output, outcome, and impact. The involvement of the
ILO in helping Cambodia to itackle child labor has had a major impact on
reducing the number of child labor problems in Cambodia.
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
