Australia mengirimkan bantuan kemanusiaan ke Afrika Barat dalam kasus ebola
meski wilayah ini bukan prioritas kebijakan luar negeri dari Australia. sebelumnya
Australia juga tercatat pernah menolak mengirimkan bantuan tersebut. Penelitian
ini bertujuan untuk menganalisis faktor yang mempengaruhi keputusan Australia
ikut mengirim bantuan kemanusiaan ke Afrika Barat dalam menangani virus ebola.
Metode penelitian yang digunakan adalah kualitatif eksplanatif. Data bersumber
dari sumber primer dan sekunder. Analisis data dilakukan dengan melakukan
identifikasi, pencarian hubungan pola-pola umum dalam kelompok-kelompok data,
serta penarikan kesimpulan. Penelitian ini menggunakan Five Political
Perspectives on Healthcare Workers Deployment in International Health Crises
milik Nohrstedt dan Baekkeskov. Penelitian ini menemukan bahwa adanya
ancaman keamanan terhadap pekerja Australia di Afrika Barat, adanya
ketergantungan dengan jaminan keselamatan, fasilitas rumah sakit, evakuasi medis
dan logistik dari Inggris, dorongan dari organisasi kesehatan dan medis dunia dan
desakan dari Asosiasi Medis_Australia, serta,terdapat Aspen Medical profesional
yang mampu memfasilitasi ‘mekanisme penyebaran tendga medis adalah faktor-
faktor yang mempengaruhi Asutralia dalam mengirimkan bantuan tersebut.
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ABSTRACT

Australia delivered humanitarian aid to West Africa in response to Ebola outbreak,

although this region was not the priority of Australia’s foreign policy priorities.

Before delivering the aid, Australia also ever rejected to deliver this aid. This
research aimed to analyse factors effecting Australia to deliver the aid. Research
method used was qualitative explanatory. The sources of this research were from

primary and secondary resources. Data analysis was conducted by identifying,
searching for general pattern in certain groups of data, and drawing conclusion.
This research used Five Political Perspectives on Healthcare Workers Deployment
in International Health Crises by Nohrstedt and Baekkeskov. The findings of this
research are the threat towards Australia’s worker in West Africa, dependency on

safety guarantee, hospital facility, medical evacuation, and logistics from United
Kingdom, encouragement from international health and medical organization and
association and pressure from medical association, as well as the existence of
Aspen Medical Professional in distributing the medical personnel were factors
effecting Australia.
