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Abstrak 

Pengisian surgical safety checklist berhasil menurunkan angka komplikasi 

pembedahan serta angka kematian. SSC secara langsung juga berdampak 

mengurangi angka kejadian insiden dan juga terjaganya keselamatan pasien yang 

akan menjalani operasi. Dalam pengisian SSC terdapat hambatan individu, berupa 

sikap negatif, kebiasaan, kurangnya disiplin diri serta kurangnya pengetahuan. 

Selain itu juga ada hambatan prosedural berupa gangguan arus informasi, 

kurangnya kerja tim, dan upaya yang terlibat dalam pelaksanaannya. Tujuan dari 

penelitian ini adalah untuk mengidentifikasi faktor yang berhubungan dengan 

kepatuhan penerapan surgical safety checklist oleh perawat di Instalasi Bedah 

Sentral RSUP Dr. M. Djamil Padang. Desain penelitian menggunakan metode 

cross sectional study dengan jumlah sampel 75 responden menggunakan teknik 

purposive sampling. Pengolahan data dilakukan dengan komputerisasi dan 

dianalisis dengan metode Chi-Square. Hasil penelitian ini menunjukan hampir 

seluruh responden (78,7%) berada pada usia dewasa awal (20-40 tahun), sebagian 

besarnya berjenis kelamin perempuan (62,7%), lama bekerja 1-10 tahun (58,7%) 

dan tingkat pendidikan Ners (68%). Hampir seluruh responden memiliki 

pengetahuan yang baik terhadap SSC (84%), memiliki sikap yang positif (72%), 

memiliki motivasi yang kuat (86,7%) dan patuh dalam pengisian surgical safety 

checklist (90,7%). Tidak terdapat hubungan antara usia, jenis kelamin, 

pendidikan, sikap dan motivasi dengan kepatuhan pengisian SSC (p value > 0,05). 

Namun terdapat hubungan  antara lama bekerja dan pengetahuan dengan 

kepatuhan pengisian SSC (p value < 0,05). Diharapkan perawat semakin giat 

untuk meningkatkan pembaruan ilmu dalam bidang surgical sekaligus menjadi 

wadah dalam tim untuk meningkatkan pengisian SSC menjadi nilai yang 

sempurna. 
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Factors Associated with Adherence to the Application of the Surgical Safety 

Checklist by Nurses in the Central Surgical Installation of Rsup Dr. M. Djamil

Abstrack 

Completing the surgical safety checklist succeeded in reducing the number of 

surgical complications and mortality. SSC also has a direct impact on reducing 

the number of incidents and also maintaining the safety of patients who will 

undergo surgery. In filling out SSC there are individual barriers, in the form of 

negative attitudes, habits, lack of self-discipline and lack of knowledge. In 

addition, there are also procedural obstacles in the form of disruption to the flow 

of information, lack of teamwork, and the efforts involved in its implementation. 

The purpose of this study was to identify factors related to adherence to the 

application of the surgical safety checklist by nurses at the Central Surgical 

Installation of RSUP Dr. M. Djamil Padang. The research design used a cross 

sectional study method with a total sample of 75 respondents using a purposive 

sampling technique. Data processing is done by computerization and analyzed by 

the Chi-Square method. The results of this study showed that almost all 

respondents (78.7%) were in early adulthood (20-40 years) and, the majority 

were female (62.7%), Nurse education (68%) worked 1-10 years (78.7%). Almost 

all respondents had good knowledge of SSC (84%), had a positive attitude (72%), 

had strong motivation (86.7%) and were obedient in filling out the surgical safety 

checklist (90.7%). There is no relationship between age, gender, education, 

attitude and motivation with SSC compliance (p value > 0.05). However, there is 

a relationship between length of work and knowledge with SSC filling compliance 

(p value <0.05). It is hoped that nurses will be more active in increasing 

knowledge updates in the field of surgery as well as being a forum for the team to 

increase SSC filling to a perfect score. 
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
