Penelitian ini bertujuan untuk mendeskripsikan bentuk serta menganalisis
makna majas perbandingan pada lirik lagu dalam album Love All Serve All karya
Fujii Kaze dengan menggunakan metode deskriptif kualitatif berdasarkan teori
semantic Chaer (2013) dan teori gaya bahasa Tarigan (2009). Data dikumpulkan
melalui metode simak dan teknik catat, kemudian dianalisis dengan metode
padan referensial serta teknik Hubung Banding Menyamakan. Hasil penelitian
menunjukkan adanya tiga jenis majas perbandingan, yaitu simile, metafora, dan
personifikasi dengan total tiga puluh tiga data, di mana majas metafora paling
dominan karena--memberikan- kedalaman\ makna dan--memperkuat pesan
emosional. Selain itu, makna lirik didominasi oleh makna konotasi positif yang
bernilai rasa baik, sehingga penggunaan majas perbandingan tidak hanya
memperindah lirik, tetapi juga membantu pendengar memahami makna secara
lebih mendalam.

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ABSTRACT

This study aims to describe the forms and analyze the meanings of
comparative figurative language used in the song lyrics of the album Love All
Serve All by Fujii Kaze. This research employs a qualitative descriptive method
based on Chaer’s (2013) semantic theory and Tarigan’s (2009) stylistic theory.
The data were collected through observation and note-taking techniques and
analyzed using the referential matching-method and the equivalence comparison
technique. The results indicateithree types of comparative-figurative language,
namely simile, metaphor, and personification, with a total of thirty-three data.
Metaphor is the most dominant type as it provides deeper meaning and
strengthens the emotional messages of the lyrics. In addition, the meanings of the
lyrics are dominated by positive connotative meanings, which not only beautify
the lyrics but also help listeners understand the messages more deeply.
