Penelitian in1 menggunakan pendekatan kualitatif
deskriptif. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa transformasi kota transit menjadi destinasi wisata
fungsional memerlukan integrasi pelayanan pada objek penting seperti Masjid Jami' Nurul Huda
dan penyediaan fofem wisata digital. Sebaliknya, daya saing ekonomi kota dikurangi oleh
keterbatasan ruang publik dan kemunduran UMKM ikonik di jalur Silaing Bawah. Untuk
menciptakan efek rembesan ekonomi yang lebih luas, penelitian ini menyarankan revitalisasi
konten promosi luar ruang dan penguatan kurasi UMKM. Terbukti bahwa optimalisasi sektor
pariwisata transit dapat meningkatkan ketahanan perekonomian lokal dan meningkatkan nilai

tambah sektor jasa untuk mendukung pembangunan daerah.

ABSTRACT

This study investigates various strategies to optimize the local economy by focusing on the
transit tourism industry in Padang Panjang. Although Padang Panjang serves as a major transit
route in West Sumatra, tourists typically only pass through the area. This research highlights that
digital infrastructure, the quality of public facilities, and the standardization of local products play
a crucial role in attracting tourists. A descriptive qualitative approach was employed in this study.
The findings indicate that transforming a transit city into a functional tourist destination requires
the integration of services at key landmarks, such as the Jami' Nurul Huda Mosque, alongside the
provision of digital tourism totems. Conversely, the city's economic competitiveness is hindered
by limited public spaces and the decline of iconic MSMEs (Micro, Small, and Medium
Enterprises) along the Silaing Bawah route. To generate a broader economic spillover effect, this
study recommends revitalizing outdoor promotional content and strengthening the curation of
MSME:s. Ultimately, it is evident that optimizing the transit tourism sector can enhance local
economic resilience and increase the value-added of the service sector to support regional

development.
