HUBUNGAN PENGGUNAAN MEDIA SOSIAL DENGAN TINGKAT
PENGETAHUAN TENTANG KEKERASAN BERBASIS GENDER ONLINE
(KBGO) PADA GENERASI Z DI KOTA PADANG

Banyaknya kasus Kekerasan Berbasis Gender Online (KBGO) di Kota Padang
menandakan bahwa masih banyak individu yang tidak memiliki pengetahuan dan
tidak sadar akan adanya perilaku kekerasan tersebut. Studi ini bertujuan untuk
mengeksplorasi keterkaitan antara pemanfaatan media sosial dengan tingkat
pemahaman mengenai KBGO di kalangan generasi Z di Kota Padang. Riset dilakukan
menggunakan pendekatan survei, dengan menyebarkan angket kepada 384 responden
yang tersebar di wilayah Kota Padang. Untuk menganalisis data, digunakan teori
Kesenjangan pengetahuan (knowledge gap theory) yang dikembangkan oleh Philip J.
Tichenor, George A. Donohue, dan N. Olien. Pengolahan data dilakukan melalui
analisis korelasi Spearman rank menggunakan aplikasi SPSS. Hasil penelitian
menunjukkan bahwa penggunaan media sosial oleh responden ditandai dengan
communication skill dan selective exposure yang baik, serta stored information dan
relevant social contact yang sedang. Tingkat pengetahuan responden tentang KBGO
mencapai kategori “tahu” pada lima indikator (revenge porn tertinggi, diikuti cyber
hacking, sextortion, cyber grooming, impersonation), ‘“‘cukup tahu” pada dua indikator (cyber
harassment, cyber recruitment), serta “tidak tahu” pada empat indikator (cyber. stalking,
malicious distribution, morphing, online defamation). Berdasarkan hasil uji korelasi
spearman rank terdapat hubungan yang kuat antara penggunaan media sosial dengan
tingkat pengetahuan tentang KBGO dengan koefisien korelasi sebesar 0,612,

ABSTRACT

THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SOCIAL MEDIA USAGE AND THE LEVEL

The high number of cases of Online Gender-Based Violence (OGBYV) in Padang City
indicates that many individuals are still unaware of and unaware of such violent
behavior. This study aims to explore the relationship between social media use and
the level of understanding of OGBV among Generation Z in Padang City. The
research was conducted using a survey approach, by distributing questionnaires to
384 respondents spread across Padang City. To analyze the data, the knowledge gap
theory developed by Philip J. Tichenor, George A. Donohue, and N. Olien was used.
Data processing was carried out through Spearman rank correlation analysis using
the SPSS application. The results of the study indicate that the use of social media by
respondents is characterized by good communication skills and selective exposure, as
well as stored information and relevant social contact. Respondents' knowledge of
online gender-based violence (GBV) reached the "know" category for five indicators
(revenge porn was the highest, followed by cyber hacking, sextortion, cyber grooming,
and impersonation), "know enough" for two indicators (cyber harassment, cyber
recruitment), and "don’t know" for four indicators (cyber stalking, malicious
distribution, morphing, and online defamation). Based on the Spearman rank
correlation test, there was astrong relationship between social media use and
knowledge of online gender-based violence (GBV), with a correlation coefficient of
0.612:
